The deployment of Native English Tutors:

With 2 native English tutors, more festive English activities have
been organized like Halloween and Christmas Funfair, which have
involved students of all forms. Non-language subject teachers have
actively participated in English weeks.

English Ambassadors Team (EAT)

Growing number of students joining EAT has been witnessed. The
team is divided into junior and senior divisions. In addition to the
organization of English activities in the campus, they have regular
meetings with the native English tutors as well as join them for
English activities after lessons.

- Small oral classes. Enhancement of speaking

1. Junior oral lessons:
Each class has 2 consecutive split-class oral lessons every
school cycle. Each class of about 41 was divided into four
groups with 10-11 each. The two native English tutors would
have the first lesson with two groups (e.g. Group A & B)
teaching oral skills/doing oral activities while two regular
teachers would take the other two groups (e.g. Group C & D)
for reading and speaking activities. In the second lesson, the
native English tutors would swap their groups with those of
regular teachers.

2. Senior forms:
Small class teaching is adopted for speaking lesson every school

cycle with a student-teacher ratio of about 10-15: 1

_1. The development and implementation of cross-curriculum require frequent communication and
collaboration between English teachers and other subject panels. Teaching progress and level
of students are often major factors which decide learning effectiveness. Sufficient man-power
brings teachers space to plan and coordinate school-based cross-curriculum with teachers of
other subjects. More flexible teaching schedules are also highly recommended. With an
increased accession of English books of various subjects available for students, it is hoped that
their exposures to English materials can be further enhanced.

2. The role of native English tutors has become more active and involved in school activities,
both English and non-English, which implies a wider acceptance of English usage in everyday
school life. The expanding team of EAT as well as the growing willingness to approach native
English tutors are clearly evident.
